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BYLAWS
of
Plant Protection Institute

Article 1
The Plant Protection Institute, (the “Institute”) operates pursuant to the following:

1. the act of July 25, 1985 regarding research and development (RD) units
(Dz.U.* of 1991, No. 44, sect. 194 and No. 107, sect. 464; of 1992, No. 54, sect.
254 and of 1994, No. 1, sect. 3 and No. 43, sect. 163),

2. order by the Cabinet of January 24, 1951 regarding reorganization of
agricultural science,

3. these Bylaws.

Article 2
The principal office of the Institute is located in Poznan.

Article 3
Section 1
The operation of the Institute is designed to conduct scientific RD studies as well
as implementation and dissemination projects in the field of plant protection in
Poland, and specifically:
1. biology, ecology and harmfulness of microorganisms, pests and weeds
harmful towards crops and produce



2. physiographical conditions of the occurrence of pests, registration and
identification of their occurrence, as well as forecasting the growth of their
populations,

3. all available methods of pest prevention and control,

4. assessment of crop losses caused by pests and evaluations of biological
efficacy and economic effects of plant protection treatments,

5. evaluations of biological usefillness of pesticides prior to their approval for
distribution and use,

6. monitoring of pesticide residues in foodstuffs, soil and water,

7. quality control of pesticides on the market,

8. assessments of usefulness of instruments and equipment used for plant
protection freatments,

9. development of scientific bases for the use of expired pesticides, empty

‘containers and pesticide waste,

10. conducting and coordinating activities during the process of approving
pesticides for their use and distribution in Poland,

11. collection, identification, securing and storing of pathogens affecting crops
and constantly updating the coliection,

12. development of methods of identification and control of pests, which are
prohibited from being brought into the country and must be controlled, and
participation in determining the list of such pests,

13. preventing the adverse effects of the use of chemicals in agriculture and
their impact on arable land,

14. determining the assortment of pesticides safe to use around the drinking
water protected areas,

15. development of guidelines for plant protection practice,

16. education of plant protection experts,

17. disseminating scientific, technical and economic information,

18. studies aiming at standardization and unification in the field of plant
protection.

Section 2

Additionally, the Institute's role is:

1.

to conduct field experiments and create plant protection systems and
programs,

to collect, process and disseminate the results of scientific studies and
participate in their practical implementation,

to review studies by scientists advancing the field of plant protection,

to issue expert opinions and conduct other research services as
commissioned by the Ministry of Agriculture and Food Economy.
